3. During the French Revolution Slovenian was one of the official languages of the French Empire.                            (TRUE)
The Illyrian Provinces, where Slovenia now lies, were under Napolianic rule from 1809 to 1814. The official languages were initially  French, Italian and German, but in 1811 Slovenian was added as an official language for the first time in history.
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
